We’ve received your registration for Leadership Camp!  Young people from all over the state 
have registered, and we are going to have an incredible week. 
 
Here are a few important points for you as you prepare for camp: 

1. What to bring: 

 Comfortable clothes for the entire week 

 One dress outfit for our formal dinner on Friday evening 

 Sweatshirt or jacket (the nights in the Hills get quite cool) 

 A pair of comfortable shoes  

 Backpack or gym bag 

 Swimming suit 

 Towel and other shower necessities (shampoo, soap, tooth brush, etc.) 

 Sleeping bag (or sheets and blankets) and pillow 

 Optional – flashlight, bug spray, rain gear, sun screen, “creek shoes” (old shoes that 
can be worn while playing in the creek) 

We do not recommend that TARs bring large sums of cash, as there will not be many 
opportunities to spend it.  We will be going to the Rushmore Waterslide and Mt. 
Rushmore where concessions are available, however.  All meals from Monday evening 
dinner to Saturday breakfast will be provided.  Those traveling on the bus are 
responsible for their own meals during the trip to and from camp.  

 
2. Insurance – Please note that Camp Rimrock and the Teen Age Republicans DO NOT 

provide accident or illness insurance. Camp Rimrock and the Teen Age Republicans 
assume no responsibility for accidents or injuries to campers.   

 
3. Medical Release – If you have not yet completed a medical release form for this event,

is located 10 miles west of Rapid City on Highway 44. There is a sign on Highway 44 for 
Rimrock Church Camp. It is the same turn for the Thunderhead Falls tourist attraction. The 
camp is just past the parking lot for Thunderhead Falls. A welcome barbecue will begin at 
5:30 pm. We will break camp at 10:00 am on Saturday, July 25. 

 
6. Contact information – The camp phone number is 605-343-7539 and the address is 23125 

Thunderhead Falls Road; Rapid City, SD 57702.  We do not recommend that campers use 
the phone unless it is absolutely necessary. If you need to make calls you will need to call 
collect or use a calling card. No toll calls can be made from the camp.  There is no cellular 
phone reception at Camp Rimrock.  

 
7. TAR awards – Again this year awards will be given out for the outstanding male TAR, 

outstanding female TAR, and outstanding TAR club.  Bring to camp any information you’ll 
want to submit as part of an application.

8. Elections – Each year at camp TARs elect their officers for the upcoming year.  Consider 
running for an office!
